
Tips: Applying for a Fellowship or Residency

Application form and supporting papers
Please make sure that you have clearly indicated 
on the application form what you are applying 
for: a fellowship, a residency, or any available 
studio space, as well as the desired length of 
residency. 

To save you and the Bray money and time, 
please use plain, white paper for all the items 
requested, including originals. 

Fill out the application form and make three 
copies. ALSO, send the original and three 
copies each of your résumé, letter of intent, 
artist statement, and image list. Please do not 
send information with your application that is 
not specifically requested.

PLEASE do not staple papers, encase papers in 
protector sheets, or bind them in folders. The 
applications are processed before the committee 
reviews them. 

Images
Send only twenty digital images. If more are 
sent, only the first twenty are selected for 
review.  This includes detail images. 

Send digital images as jpgs on a disk.  Images 
should be approximately 300 dpi at 3” x 5”. 

Application fee 
All residency or fellowship applicants must 
include a $20 application fee with their 
application.  Make checks payable to “Archie 
Bray Foundation”. 

Return envelope
If you want your disk returned, please, include a 
self-addressed, stamped envelope.   

Write your name and address in both the return
and send areas of the envelope. 

Apply sufficient postage to the envelope. If you 
live outside the United States, purchase 
International Postal Coupons and place these 
inside the return envelope.  

Letters of recommendation
The Bray is not accepting letters of 
recommendation this year.  Instead, we are 
asking each applicant to submit a list with 
names and contact information for 3 people that 
can speak to your qualifications as a potential 
resident.  On this list, please include the name, 
affiliation, phone number, and email address of 
your 3 references. 

Deadlines
Complete applications need to be at the Bray 
office by 5:00 pm on the deadline date--not 
postmarked, but actually at the Bray by the 
deadline. 

For 2008, FELLOWSHIP AND 
RESIDENCY applications are both due at the 
Bray no later than MARCH 1, 2008.   

Late applications will not be reviewed.
